Victorian Tea Suitcases
For Daisy, Brownie, Junior Troops 
Provides girls with fun, hands-on activities that will help them learn 
about the period (1870s) when Juliette Gordon Low was a girl living 
in Savannah. The focus is a Victorian tea like Juliette Low would 
have attended. Great to use in October to celebrate Juliette Low’s 
birthday or February for Thinking Day or March for Girl Scout Week. 
Each suitcase includes a notebook with laminated activity cards 
and props that can be used to plan and carry out your tea. 

Historical Uniforms
From a facsimile 1912 uniform to uniforms from the 2000s, the 
GSVSC Archives Group maintains more than 100 uniforms for 
troops to borrow for programs, displays, and fashion shows.  Each 
uniform comes with an information sheet and as many accessories 
and insignia as are available.
