	· Encourage each camper that may not be sufficiently developed to express their needs

	· Be familiar with any information provided on each camper so I understand her needs

	· Be watchful for cases of loneliness, homesickness, behavioral issues, etc.

	· Ensure each camper observes health rules i.e., washing, brushing teeth, hair combed, tent and belongings kept in neat fashion

	· Live by the Girl Scout Promise and Law


	Youth in leadership positions will NOT: 

	· Be counted as an adult in the girl/adult ratios

	· Drive campers or peers

	· Serve as a first aider or lifeguard unless they are a minimum age of 16 and supervised by an adult first aider or lifeguard

	· Verbally or emotionally abuse or bully campers, peers, or adults

	· Discipline campers or peers by use of physical punishment or hitting

	· Initiate touch or invade another’s personal space

	· Be alone with or unobserved by an adult with a single child

	· Instruct campers in such a way that could be misconstrued as or inflict sexually abusive behavior, content, or language upon campers, which includes but not limited to sexual touching and/or bodily contact, exhibitionism, voyeurism, and/or involvement of campers in pornographic materials

	· Take photos or videos unless instructed to do so by a supervising adult

	· Use expletives, profanity, or obscene language
